Guidelines for special acts

Any acts wishing to use using fire, juggling, acrobatics or similar must state this on the application form and obtain permission as there are restrictions.

Any acts wishing to use fire, juggling, acrobatics or similar must be fully trained in these skills and send certificates with the application form.
All such acts must provide proper fire safety equipment eg sand bucket and fire blanket. All such acts must ensure that they perform at a safe distance from the crowd and with full height clearance for acrobatics, juggling and other similar acts.

Where the show involves fire juggling, performers will perform at a distance of 5 Metres from the audience, and will make the audience aware of the dangers involved. All fire jugglers are responsible for any inflammable equipment and will keep it on their persons at all times.

If there is any apparent risk from performing any aspect of the show due to adverse weather conditions, members will adapt the show accordingly.

All such acts must provide their own public liability insurance. This can be taken out independently or organised through a recognised group and performed under their name with their agreement.
